In 2012, Americas Society and Council of the Americas continued to fulfill their missions of
promoting political, economic, cultural, and educational relations throughout the hemisphere.
Programs expanded, and membership and attendance increased. The sense of vitality and
optimism in hemispheric relations was palpable.

Over the year, we hosted heads of state and government from Argentina, Colombia, El Salvador,
Guatemala, Honduras, Paraguay, Spain, and Uruguay. During the opening week of the

UN General Assembly in September, we conferred the Gold Insigne on President Juan Manuel
Santos in honor of his extraordinary accomplishments in Colombia.

Members and constituents participated throughout the year in our Board-led Summit of the
Americas working group, as well as our working groups on Hispanic Integration and Immigration,
Energy Action, and Cuba. In August, | worked closely with the Council to establish our new
U.S.-Mexico Border Initiative, which convenes policymakers and private sector leaders to address
border management issues as a way of enhancing North American competitiveness. In October,
we launched a hemispheric women's network at a full-day interactive workshop on women'’s
economic empowerment and leadership in New York.

Our 42nd Annual Washington Conference focused on global recovery, bringing together senior
hemispheric officials, private sector leaders, and government representatives such as U.S.
Secretary of Homeland Security Janet Napolitano and Chilean Foreign Affairs Minister Alfredo
Moreno. During the event, | presented Speaker of the U.S. House of Representatives John
Boehner with the Chairman’s Award for Leadership in the Americas for his pivotal role in the
promotion of free trade in the Western Hemisphere.

The year was one of significant investments in Americas Society, including the renovation and
transformation of our New York headquarters’ lobby, which was named the David Rockefeller
Atrium, in honor of our Founder and Honorary Chairman. David honored us with his presence
at a ceremony inaugurating the atrium, as did Americas Society Board Member and renowned
architect Enrique Norten, who generously contributed personal time and effort to the design of
this elegant space. Our Literature, Music, and Visual Arts programs featured acclaimed artists
from the region, and were widely attended and highly reviewed.

At our annual Spring Party, we honored two influential figures for their outstanding contributions
to our region: Jorge Gerdau Johannpeter, Chairman of the Board of Directors of Gerdau, and
Mubhtar Kent, Chairman of the Board and Chief Executive Officer of the Coca-Cola Corporation.
During our Inaugural Dinner in October, we awarded First Lady of Mexico Margarita Zavala de
Calderén Americas Society’s Gold Medal in honor of her important contributions to her country
and to recognize her as a role model for the region.

Dear Members and Friends,

2012 was another year of expansion for Americas Society and Council of the Americas. With a
diverse programmatic offering focused on engaging and delivering value to our members and
constituents throughout the hemisphere, we continued to build our reputation as a hemispheric
organization with real convening power and an important offering of original analysis and
content.

During the year, we led 296 public policy and cultural programs in New York, Washington DC,
Miami, and Latin America, including our signature Latin American Cities series through activities
in Bogota, Buenos Aires, Lima, Mendoza, Mexico City, Montevideo, Panama City, Santiago,

and Sao Paulo, and our first mission to the northeast of Brazil. The organizations also took a small
delegation to Cuba to examine the status of the economic reform process and existing legal
regime for investment.

New initiatives like our Women'’s Hemispheric Network and our U.S.-Mexico Border series helped
to further broaden our reach and extend the scope of dialogue. The launch of our new website,
which allows for a more seamless, user-friendly experience for constituents, has amplified our
online presence and enabled us to webcast a record number of public programs and conferences.
Our goal in 2013 is to webcast all our public programs in Latin America, a majority of public
programs in New York, and to grow the number of webcasts in Washington DC and Miami.

Americas Quarterly provided critical analysis and fresh perspectives on key issues confronting the
hemisphere, from the implications of China’s rise for the region to social inclusion, gender
equality, and Latin America’s middle class. Our Board-led Summit of the Americas working group
and our working groups on Hispanic Integration and Immigration, Energy Action, and Cuba
offered unique forums for discussion between experts and stakeholders.

Over the summer, we remodeled the lobby of our 680 Park Avenue headquarters and renamed
the space in honor of our Founder and Honorary Chairman David Rockefeller. Designed by
distinguished Mexican architect and Americas Society Board Member Enrique Norten, the
spectacular new David Rockefeller Atrium connects the old and new Latin America and looks to
the future, representing a newly renovated Americas Society and Council of the Americas.

As we invest in the sustainability and growth of our cultural programs, they continue to attract
wide audiences and spur important intercultural communication and understanding. In 2012, our
gallery hosted three distinct exhibitions, among them one featuring Venezuelan artist “Gego” in
commemoration of her hundredth anniversary. Our Music program held a record number of
performances, and our Literature series hosted renowned and emerging writers from across the
Americas, including Nobel Laureate Mario Vargas Llosa.

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Americas Society and Council of the Americas organize private roundtable discus-
sions throughout Latin America to explore important country-specific policy topics.
Our working groups leverage our presence in Latin America to convene public and
private sector leaders who work to advance the dialogue on key issues for the region.

In February, we marked our first program in the northeast of Brazil, examining the
opportunities and challenges of infrastructure in that region through a day of private
panels in Recife. The event included a guided tour of the growing Suape port and
industrial complex.

A March roundtable in Mexico City explored obstacles to, and priorities for, develop-
ing better transportation infrastructure in the country. In June and October, we
hosted roundtable meetings in San Salvador focused on public-private collaboration
to advance innovative security and violence-prevention programs in Central America’s
Northern Triangle region. We convened three roundtables over the year—in
Santiago, Bogota, and Lima—about natural resource extraction, economic develop-
ment, and social inclusion.

job creation. Group members are dedicated to helping create and shape the talent
and skill levels necessary for job growth and the expansion of investment and oper-
ations throughout the hemisphere. The report, The Private Sector’s Commitment to
Job Creation: Recommendations to the Leaders, delivers five recommendations
on how the public and private sectors can collaborate to confront unemployment in
the Americas.

The Energy Action Group is a public-private partnership supported by the Inter-
American Development Bank and member companies that convenes meetings of
high-level energy and climate leaders and experts in the United States and through-
out the hemisphere. The purpose is to provide input to countries seeking to implement
best practices, support energy security in a manner consistent with environmental
protections and market-based scenarios, and increase cooperation on energy and
climate issues.

In October, we launched the AS/COA Women's Hemispheric Network at a full-
day interactive workshop on women’s economic empowerment in New York. We
hosted businesswomen, professionals, entrepreneurs, and other private- and public-
sector leaders in the first of a series of hemispheric programs focused on women
and leadership. Visit www.as-coa.org/women to learn more.

The Council of the Americas Trade Advisory Group (TAG) promotes open markets
and trade facilitation in the Americas and advocates for a more expansive trade
agenda for the hemisphere. In 2012, TAG members successfully advocated for
Mexican and Canadian participation in the Trans-Pacific Partnership negotiations.
TAG also met with various U.S. and regional authorities seeking new ways toward a
more strategic trade agenda with Brazil and other important economic partners in
the hemisphere.

AS/COA’s Cuba Working Group (CWG) brings together senior corporate leaders,
representatives from the U.S. government, and Cuba experts to discuss recent policy
changes and the potential for future policy modifications. This effort has produced
a series of papers on regulations and laws affecting U.S. business activity under the
U.S. embargo and in Cuba. In 2012, the CWG held private discussions and round-
tables in New York, Washington DC, and Miami to discuss economic reforms, travel
regulations, and cultural and educational exchanges.

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In 2012, the Hispanic Integration and Immigration Initiative expanded its activities
to five new U.S. gateway cities—Birmingham, Charlotte, Indianapolis, Milwaukee, and
Minneapolis-St. Paul—and partnered with a variety of organizations to hold programs in
New York City on the economy and immigration, Latinos and the election, and prospects
for immigration reform, among others. A $500,000 two-year grant was received from
the Rockefeller Brothers Fund to continue work in this area and conduct research on the
link between immigrants and economic growth.

Council of the Americas’ North American Border and Competitiveness Initiative
seeks to foster a public-private dialogue on deepening economic integration within North
America and on improving management of our common borders. The first in a series of
roundtable discussions, held in Laredo, Texas in August 2012, featured a binational group
of senior policymakers and private-sector leaders. The discussion highlighted the need to
alleviate congestion at the border and expand infrastructure through private investment
in order to sustain rising levels of cross-border trade and travel.

In 2012, AS/COA'’s Security in the Northern Triangle Initiative advanced dialogue in
this region through a series of high-level roundtable discussions in El Salvador that
focused on facilitating greater public-private collaboration on violence prevention. A
policy brief, Security in Central America’s Northern Triangle: Violence Reduction and the
Role of the Private Sector in El Salvador, focused on the role that multinational corpora-
tions can play in forging an integrated approach to crime reduction, and was launched at
the World Bank in December 2012. Support was provided by Open Society Foundations.

The Social Inclusion Initiative, funded by the Ford Foundation, published two white-
papers in 2012. Political Representation & Social Inclusion: A Comparative Study of
Bolivia, Colombia, Ecuador, and Guatemala explores race- and ethnicity-based political
representation, drawing on field research. Bringing Youth into Labor Markets: Public—
Private Efforts amid Insecurity and Migration highlights public-private training initiatives
for at-risk youth. AS also published the first Social Inclusion Index in the Spring 2012
issue of Americas Quarterly. In Chile, Colombia, and Peru, the initiative organized round-
table discussions on natural resource extraction, conducted field visits to mining sites,
and interviewed stakeholders in surrounding communities.

Americas Society traveled to Cuba in November 2012 with a delegation of AS/COA board
members representing the legal, finance, and consulting sectors. The Cuba Delegation
participated in a number of meetings with government officials, academics, private
entrepreneurs, and local experts to examine the current status of Cuba’s economic
reform process and its existing legal regime for domestic and foreign investment.

The new site offers microsites that
serve as guides to breaking and trending hemispheric issues, from regional presiden-
tial elections to prospects for immigration reform. And our e-newsletters offer sub-
scribers access to timely coverage of regional events, editorials by our experts and
members, and programmatic content.

AQ also published the first Social Inclusion Index (Spring 2012), a regular analysis
comparing social inclusion in 11 countries based on 15 different indicators, ranging
from GDP growth to political and civil rights, and created an overall relative ranking.
We also published a number of photo essays, including Chinese communities in
Mexico (Winter 2012); 24 heroes of social inclusion, in which former President Bill

42nd Annual
Washington Conference

For more than 40 years, the Washington Conference on the Americas has
offered an opportunity for leaders from the public and private sectors to advance
the hemispheric policy agenda and set the terms of regional debate. Held at the U.S.
Department of State, COA’s 42nd Washington Conference explored the theme of
“Global Recovery: The Regional View.”

The conference included speeches and interviews with senior officials from the
United States and Latin America, covering a broad range of important topics. U.S.
Speaker of the House John Boehner received the Chairman’s Award for Leadership
in the Americas for his important contributions to social, political, and economic
development in the Americas, after which he gave a keynote address voicing strong
support for the hemispheric trade agenda. U.S. Trade Representative Ron Kirk and
Chairman of the U.S. Export-Import Bank Fred Hochberg were interviewed by the
Financial Times’ Edward Luce on the next steps for expanding hemispheric trade and
financing opportunities for U.S. businesses operating in international markets.

As the keynote luncheon speaker, U.S. Secretary of Homeland Security Janet
Napolitano discussed her department’s work to ensure security while facilitating
trade with countries in the hemisphere, followed by an engaging interview with PBS
NewsHour Senior Correspondent Ray Suarez.

U.S. Deputy Secretary of State William Burns highlighted the importance of the
Western Hemisphere to U.S. economic recovery and competitiveness as well as to
ongoing free-trade negotiations for the Trans-Pacific Partnership. Chilean Foreign
Minister Alfredo Moreno discussed the alignment of Chile’s domestic and foreign
policies with its commitment to free markets.

The conference’s opening reception was held at the Inter-American Development
Bank and featured a musical performance by Washington National Opera’s Domingo-
Cafritz Young Artist Program.

Through briefings, private meetings, testimony, public panel discussions, and direct
interaction with administration and congressional leaders, Council of the Americas
represents our members’ collective interests by increasing understanding of trade,
investment, immigration, and U.S. hemispheric policy.

In 2012, Council of the Americas played an important thought-leadership and advo-
cacy role on behalf of the accession of Mexico and Canada to the Trans-Pacific
Partnership (TPP) negotiations, hosting high-level officials from both governments
and developing the idea of a true trans-Pacific agreement that includes not only
Asia, but also the Western Hemisphere. In comments submitted to the Office of the
United States Trade Representative, Council of the Americas argued that the partici-
pation of both countries is crucial to building North America as a more unified pro-
duction platform. In December 2012, Mexico and Canada joined the negotiations,
and the Council continued to advocate for TPP expansion to Colombia and addi-
tional countries in the region.

Other 2012 initiatives focused on engagement with the U.S. Congress. In testimony
to the U.S. Senate Committee on Foreign Relations, Vice President of the Washington
Office Eric Farnsworth discussed the positive trends that have improved the pros-
pects for doing business in Latin America. Council of the Americas provided briefing
materials in advance of congressional delegations to the region and hosted a discus-
sion of U.S.-Mexican relations with the U.S.-Mexico Friendship Caucus of the U.S.
House of Representatives, among other important activities.

Literature

For more than 40 years the Literature program has been recognized for its leader-
ship in presenting the best writing from the Americas, featuring celebrated authors,
historical literary figures, and emerging voices in traditional genres, as well as in new
media. Literature programs and Review magazine continue to provide an ongoing
context for contemporary writing from the Americas and to showcase contemporary
authors and scholars from throughout the region to the reading public.

The Literature program'’s 2012 activities demonstrated excellence in literary quality
and diversity, as well as timeliness and intellectual scope. Presenting writers from the
hemisphere who examined seminal issues related to language, history, national iden-
tity, and the environment, we engaged a diverse audience at Americas Society and
offered several programs via live webcast, expanding the readership and online pres-
ence for Review.

The Spring 2012 season focused on “Women Travelers in Latin America,” culminat-
ing in a symposium that underscored the contributions of travelers such as Maria
Sibylla Merian, Flora Tristan, and Lady Florence Dixie; and concluded with a launch
of Review 84. Participants included guest editor Adriana Méndez Rodenas (University
of lowa), and authors Pola Oloixarac and Carlos Franz. Literature programs also
showcased Granta awardee Andrés Neuman. In addition, Director of Literature
Daniel Shapiro discussed the legacy of the late Carlos Fuentes in an interview on
Televisa.

The Fall 2012 season focused on “Eco-Literature in Latin America.” The core sympo-
sium concluding with the launch of Review 85 featured guest editor Steven F. White
(St. Lawrence University), acclaimed Mexican author Homero Aridjis, and other U.S.
and Latin American writers. Highlights also included a conversation celebrating the
publication of The Dream of the Celt (Farrar, Straus & Giroux) between author and
Nobel Laureate Mario Vargas Llosa and translator Edith Grossman, introduced by
Jonathan Galassi, publisher, FSG; and a tribute to Carlos Fuentes, with presentations
by Silvia Lemus de Fuentes, Antonio Lopez Ortega, Pedro Palou, Jorge Volpi, Edith
Grossman, Suzanne Jill Levine, Alfred MacAdam, and Julio Ortega. A highlight
among our partnerships was Carnegie Hall's Voices from Latin America festival,
featuring many Literature events from the Fall 2012 season.

Music

During 2012, the Music program offered 27 MetLife Foundation Music of the
Americas Concert Series events in New York, along with a concert in the historic
Colony Theatre in Miami Beach. We continued to showcase leading artists and out-
standing music from Latin America, the Caribbean, and Canada—including to sold-
out audiences. We presented a variety of concerts through ongoing collaborations
with the Instituto Superior de Arte del Teatro Colén, Mannes, the New School for
Music, Gotham Early Music Scene, and Make Music New York. A partnership with
Carnegie Hall's Voices from Latin America festival brought new audiences to
Americas Society. Our performances drew praise from leading media outlets, including
The New York Times and The Wall Street Journal.

Jazz was one of the year’s highlights with two concerts, in Miami and New York, by
celebrated Venezuelan group C4 Trio and three performances by Colombian harpist
Edmar Castafeda and his group in November. Flamenco Vivo Carlota Santana pre-
sented “Bailes de ida y vuelta” in March to a standing-room-only audience. Noted
early music specialist Paul O'Dette gave a rousing performance of Mexican and
Guatemalan eighteenth-century music, while flutist Alejandro Escuer presented sev-
eral new multimedia compositions in November.

A conversation and performance featuring Maria Kodama, Daniel Piazzolla, and City
of Buenos Aires Minister of Culture Hernan Lombardi honored the legacies of Jorge
Luis Borges and Astor Piazzolla. We also participated in the twenty-fifth anniversary
celebration of the Naxos recording label with the launch of Canadian composer
Vivian Fung’s latest CD in October. The young musicians of Nucleo Corona, a
Queens-based, after-school orchestral music initiative, visited us again in the sum-
mer for an outdoors concert shared with the Mariachi Academy of New York and
the tango group Los Chantas.

Music of the Americas recordings were broadcast on public radio stations WQXR
and KALW, and we continued to post new content on our website and cultivate our
social media audience.

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Observed: Milagros de la Torre was a collaborative project between Americas Society
and Museo de Arte de Lima, which hosted the concurrent exhibition /ndicios:
Milagros de la Torre, featuring photographic works from the 1990s to the present.
Observed was the artist’s first monographic show in New York and in Lima. Focused
on stark, object-based images, the exhibition examined contemporary issues related
to violence, memory, and the socio-political constructions of identity.

The second installment of the For Rent series presented artist Marc Latamie.
Reflecting on the colonial trade and cultural exchange between Martinique and
France, the centerpiece of the exhibition was based on an allegorical representation
of an absinthe distillery. The show also featured a salon of artworks by the promi-
nent French avant-garde artists Henri Matisse, Raoul Dufy, and Man Ray, who por-
trayed women from Martinique and Guadeloupe, as well as Martinican landscapes
by André Masson and Paul Gauguin.

Gego: Origin and Encounter-Mastering the Space, was an exhibition co-presented
with Sala Mendoza and Fundacién Gego in honor of the hundredth anniversary of
acclaimed artist Gertrud Goldschmidt. The show presented the artist’s rarely seen
early paintings and archival materials, as well as works on paper, textile, and three-
dimensional pieces that explored her journey from colorful landscapes to spatial
abstraction. In addition, we co-hosted with Columbia University’s Department of Art
History and Archeology the symposium “Gego at One Hundred Years,” which
brought together art historians, cultural critics, and curators to discuss the historical
relevance of Gego's art at the centenary of her birth.

Additional partnerships included: The Institute for the Study of Latin American Art,
New York University’s King Juan Carlos | Center, The Watermill Center: A Laboratory
for Performance, Frieze Art Fair, The Armory Show, Volta, Pinta New York, and
Carnegie Hall's Voices from Latin America festival.
